Danvers: Model boat show at the Danvers Library put on
by the Torigian Center modelers. Don’'t know when as yet.

Show Time: Walter McGrath has finished the San
Francisco Scow and it has turned out very well. For what
seems like a very basic model it has turned into a very
detailed and attractive model.
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Walter also brought in a jig he developed for making
handrails.

Ed Parent had his finished “USS Dunderberg” . Ed
provided drawings of his lifeboat jack and his method of
making his oars. He also brought in the plank on frame
model of “USS Shenandoah”, coming along and he is
getting a lot of help from Tony who has two POF models
for him to study. The “Shenandoah” is being built as a test
for a new kit Ed is helping to develop.

And a “Micro-Mark” tapering jig for a small table saw.

Tony Ashdon had two paper thin plank on frame hulls of
“Beal’s Island” lobster boats from the1935 — 1960 era
made using the plug and rib method described in the Video
from the Midwest Club. It looks like a great way to build a
thin hull where the ribs are to show.

Brad brought in some very small valve assembles for his
tanker. The pipes are 1/16” (.060") Styrene rod and the
valve handles are photo-etchings from both BlueJacket
and J&D Productions in Annapolis, Maryland. The J&D
etchings are of nickel silver and are quite a bit stiffer than
many of the other offerings. To make the curved portion of
the valves (where there are two together) he heats the
center of a length of Styrene Rod with a heat gun(gently)
and when soft(practice-practice-practice) wraps it around a
drill bit of the wanted size. Clamp the bit in a vise to leave
both hands free for the bending(gloves?)
