Misc.: Notes on the Northeast Joint Clubs Conference and
Ship Model Show.

As usual the affair was a good time. There were about
75 ship models of all sorts, old sail boats to modern naval
vessels and a diorama or two. The morning was taken up
with viewing the models and watching a “Treenail” making
demonstration by Larry Friedlander from the New Jersey
Club and one of using “Sculpey” by Chuck Passaro from
the New York Club. Sculpey comes in several colors and
characteristics, is a modeling clay that is baked and then
may be carved. An advantage is that more material may
be added to the object as you work or if a piece breaks off.
| don’t know the supplier but | do have a brochure from
Chuck Passaro — Cpassaro@mindspring.com.
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The speaker was Mr. Peter Sorlien formally of Mystic
Seaport who gave an interesting presentation about model
values — past and present. He showed a number of slides
of pairs of models, fine modern ones and antique
ones(TOYS ?). The point being that the antique models
were often had a value two or three times that of the
modern fine quality model.

After the fine buffet lunch and speaker, Gary Kingzett
showed how to quickly taper spars using a %" power drill
and hobby belt sander. The spar stock is chucked into the
drill, the drill turned on and fed into the moving belt of the
sander. Needless to say, stock is whipped off pretty
quickly and the spar must be checked often for size and
taper. Depending on the grit of the sanding belt there will
be finish sanding required.

Tom Lauria did a sail making demonstration using
silkspan, several layers of stock are soaked with thin white
glue and bent over a mold of the billowing sail wanted.

Rope making and the jigs to do it was presented by
Hans Weiss and Ed Mostowicz from the Long Island Club
and “Use of scale to Create Perspective in Dioramas” by
Dr. Michael Zimmerman from the Philadelphia Club.

Unfortunately with several demonstrations going on at
the same time | was unable to see much of any of them, a
disservice to the demonstrators. It would be nice if videos
could be made of them and possibly sold to the
participants. Even very amateur efforts would provide the
gist of what was being presented.

It was a great show and thanks to all those who made it
possible.
