Show and Tell:  A large showing of models tonight from all 
the regulars. 
Tony Ashdon had three of Phil Bolger’s designs, his 
“Gloucester Gull”, a fifteen foot or so dory, very simple with 
each side made from one plank only and a flat bottom.  
The second was called a “Breakdown Punt”, kind of a 
hunting boat, rectangular, room for two or three people, 
about six feet long with removable side pontoons that could 
be placed in the boat for transporting.  The last was his 
small cat boat called a “Bob Cat”.  
   It was nice to see Mark Joseph again with his Friendship 
Sloop almost finished.  This model began as a club project 
a while we were back in our Washington Street location 
several years ago.  A half dozen of us started models at 
the same time but only a few were ever finished. 
   Walter brought in his small version of the “Sovereign of 
the Seas” about 8 inches long.  He built a much larger one 
several years ago.

 His “USS Niagara” finished and in a case plus the hull of 
the “USS Shenandoah”. 
   Pat and Ernie had a pair of “Turnabouts”.  These are 
short, wide single masted sail boats used often for sailing- 
class boats at yacht clubs. 
 
Misc:  We had a real treat tonight; Ed Parent gave a slide 
show of his building of the “USS Niagara”.  As usual he has 
produced a complete program with many detailed 
illustrations of how he makes the fine miniature parts for 
his 1/240 models. The usual “Bread and Butter” hull 
construction, making deadeyes and cannons with 
insulation from small wire, his rigging by stiff Tungsten wire 
to avoid the usual sagging string produces in time.
