Tips: As you have probably noticed, very small (#70) and
smaller bend while drilling with them. | have found
cementing a length of tube with the same or a bit larger I.D.
than the bit O.D. and the whole length of the bit except ¥4"
of the cutting end stiffens them up quite a bit. Rarely are
holes deeper than a quarter of an inch made. And though
the bits may be a little non concentric, they are usually
used in a hand drill so the runout is not very important.

Where to place a paint brush between strokes while
moving the part or whatever can be solved by cementing a
piece of plastic to the bottom of a cut off cream cheese tub
and bending up one end and notching it. Pour a bit of water
or paint solvent in the tub for keeping the brush moist.

Show Time: Walter McGrath had a neat Midwest kit of a
San Francisco “Scow Schooner” from Midwest. The basic
hull is finished and he is starting on adding details to the
hull. This looks like a great beginner’s kit and not very large
so displaying it will not be a problem.

Brad brought in the old plastic destroyer he found in a flea
market. Nice case and he plans to try to super detail it with
photo-etched parts and hand rails. Come again with more
done. He also described a paintbrush holder he made from
a cream cheese tub and some plastic sheet.

Ed as usual had something nice for us to look at. His USS
DUNDERBERG in 1/240 scale is finished and looks great.
The detailing he is able to get on his miniature models is
always astounding. He has even placed several crewmen
on the deck, less than %" high. Ed also had his book of
tricks to share, To install the life boats, he first makes the
block/rope assemblys, cements them to the life boats and
when dry uses a home made jack made from a dowel, a
base block and a threaded rod with a platform stuck on it.
The platform fits under the lifeboat and is lifted to the davits
and the blocks and ropes are cemented together with gloss
medium. Neat model and good tip, half of modeling seems
to be building jigs and tools.

ShipWright Software

We received an advertisement for line drawing

software from Mr. Robert Furstenberg of ShipWright
Software. Basically a plan in a book is scanned and
installed in your cmputer.

Scan: When you see a ship plan in a book that
you would like to build, simply scan the pages
and import them into ShipWright. Once a plan is
loaded and a coordinate systen assigned, you
can immediately perform simple
measurements.

Click: One by one, identify each line on the plan
and click along them to recreate the curves
representing the ship’s hull.

Print: Once the ship’s lines are digitized and
faired, various tools (such as the “Slicer” and
“Projector”) allow you to create ship parts
(frames, keel etc.) in any scale (by simply
changing a scaling factor. These parts are then
printed out on paper, glued onto pieces of wood
and finally cut and sanded along the lines! At
this point you are ready to glue the wooden
pieces together and start building your ship
model or small boat.

The program costs $69.00. For information
