Tips: To get really thin pins, buy “Beading Needles” from
the hobby store. These are about .019” diameter, this is
.006" or so smaller then most pins. Put several drops of
white glue on the eye of the needle. When the glue is dry
dip, the end in some paint so it will show up on your
workbench.

From Rich Royer at the Torigian Center. Many of you have
been asking about making nameplates or boat names. |
use a comuter that has “Microsoft Word” software, and an
attached color printer.

Open a “new document” and click on the blank page. Go
to “insert” at the toolbar at the top. When you click on it
you will see a “drop down menu” that has several items
listed. Clip on “text box”. You will see a border appear on
the page. Click inside the border and you will get a smaller
text box with a blinking curser. Type your boat name (or
info / whatever) using the Microsoft Word editing features
to get it the way you want it (size, color, centered, etc)
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You can even use “word art” located under : (“insert”
Ipicture, /word art) to give the name a visual effect like an
arch etc. Then click on “format” in the toolbar and select
“text box”. This will give you an option menu that allows
you to “fill” in a background color etc. Fill in with a color,

etc. Try it and you will find a world of uses. On my small
boats | can get readable names down to a font size of5!

TIPS

From the SHIP'S LOG of Tampa Bay, Bare Metal Foils
Co., offers thin, adhesive backed foils for manually
metalizing plastic, wood, plaster, etc. parts, in
GOLD/Brass, Copper, Chrome, Matte Aluminum and Black
Chrome: 5.5 x 12" sheets at about $5.50*. Also mold,
casting resins and custom decal materials here, and a
polish for scratched plastic, returning to a high gloss finish,
they say: <bare metal.com> [Ed.] * A thinned coat of
rubber cement on kitchen Aluminal foil served this purpose
this purpose for professional industrial modelmakers
(limited to aluminum/mock chrome) before the current
explosion of products. Spray adhesive will probably work
as well. The pressure of fingers, finger nails and or a soft
plastic burnisher will cause the foil to flow on compound
curves, + practice, practice, etc.

Color foils are all ink printed over aluminum, so one could
attain a simulated copper or brass with application of the
right product. OR, how about plating? See Cassewll
Electroplating in Miniature, 7696 Route 31, Lyons NY

More from Tampa Bay. Coloring Glue: Lloyd Warner, at
some point, advised the use of Aniline Dye Powder for
darkening adhesive. Why do that you might ask, when
Elsie worked so hard to get the stuff to dry clear? , but one
would HOPE it is made from Elsie’s output not his.

Let us say you are making a natural finish rudder or an
EIm Tree Pump (octagonal) or such. And let's say you are
so good at that joints will be invisible when you want to
show that you have carefully constructed the assembly
from a collection of perfect little parts, demonstrating the
historic construction, is why to do it.

The simple instruction is to work with a mixing cup and
add very small amounts of powder until you get the color
you want. Containers are a problem unless you want to
color your whole squeezy bottle. Rather than big,
economical disposal, Sec/Ed keeps a few of the tiny ones
strateically hiddien all over, and one of those would be my
vessel of choice for tinted glue.

But for a smaller amount used up in a few hours or days,
sealing in plastic wrap will do the trick. And forget the
mixing cup, too, and do the whole whole job on the wrap.
And if you miscalculate and have to match it later, well

color matching on a one thousandths line does not have to
be so perfect as those near invisible joints you claim to be
able to do.

We are tod Woodworkers Supply stocks about 75 colors
in one once jars (two-three lifetimes worth). You could use
some of it for tinting varnish , too. Thank you again Tampa.

Here are some soft aluminum clamps from the ladies hair
section of a drug store. As you can see they can be bent
quite a bit and provide a soft clamping action. They come
is 4-5-6 packs and are relatively inexpensive.
