Show & Tell: Brad brought in a Cold Heat soldering
device, works ok but in special circumstances, a miniature
drill motor built by using a small electronic motor, a
miniature chuck, micro-switch, battery adapter, and some
of the tanker superstructure parts.

Re: Heritage Center, The Ship Model Workshop at the
center worked well again with several guests stopping by.
A problem is how to bring stuff to do and not just hang
around for a few hours. A photo is included.

Tips: From Mike Meching via S. in S. To make a wood
hull emulate one of steel, he coats the surface with a
mixture of two thirds Aero fuel proof clear dope and one
third talcum powder. It must be genuine talc, not the
cornstarch and baking soda sold as baby powder.
(Doctors discovered how dangerous talc is to anyone s
lungs, so use adequate protection when handling it.) Apply
the mixture with a wide, flat sable brush. Sand between
applications with 240-grit aluminum aloxite cloth, and use
two or more coats depending on the wood grain. Meching
usually paints across the grain on the first coat.

To fair hulls, Mechling mixes his own filler from Durham s
Rockhard Water Putty and Elmer s Glue-All (PVA). The
putty is basically Hydrocall plaster with some yellow ochre
for color. Model Railroaders use it for their hard shell
scenery. Mechling cuts a 5 hollow rubber ball in half and
uses one section for his mixing bowl. He cuts the water-to-
putty ratio 50 percent with white glue, mixes in the powder,
and adds %o to 1 teaspoon cider vinegar to extend the
working time. It works well, he writes. The PV A makes
the filler very hard and polymerizes the putty so it is
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Smoother and stickier. The formula also patches cracks
in plaster walls.

Correction + Typo error from last month, Place the railing
drawing UNDER the wax paper not over it.

Also regarding painting photo etched stuff. | suggest
NOT painting very small stanchions on the fret as the paint
layer may get into the rail holes and a .006 hole with a
layer of paint in it gets quite a bit smaller making it difficult
to feed the rail wire through.

Acrylic paint does not stick very well to brass. Try priming
with solvent enamel first.

When using very small bits (75-99) and can t get them to
fit in a collet or chuck right, try cementing them in a short
piece of tube whose I.D. is close to the bit size. May not be
centered well enough for a power drill but OK for hand
work.

Great idea for tight lines to belaying pins from ??? . Drill
the hole for the belaying pin a bit oversized and run the line
through it and the around the pin in a loop. This allows you
to make the line tight with out securing it finally. Then just
make several loops to hang over the belaying pin.

From The Log of the Puget Sound Ship modelers, a
discussion about plank bending. Three of the suggestions
are following:

1. Soak one plank at a time in damp paper towel
for not more than ten minutes, then stick it in
place fast(some have also talked of placing
the damp towel n the microwave and giving it a
quick zap). Some experimenting may be in
order-gloves are a must when remiving from
microwave.

2. Wet down the plank and then run a new
soldering iron over it while bending it into
shape.

3. Soak the plank in Apple Vinegar, where sharp
dends are neded (usually coming up to the
bow) crush the ends, then clamp in place.

All these methods may require some practice to
mazimize the efficiency and the the results of the process.
